POST RACE ACCOMMODATIONS

The Race Coordinator, Felix Hunter, has blocked rooms for the Pineapple
Cup Race Participants at the SUNSET BEACH RESORT & SPA located
directly across the road from the Montego Bay Yacht Club, a three minute walk
from dock to hotel room. The hotel operates on an “all inclusive” plan, so no
extra charges for meals, bar or taxes.

As this is the height of the Tourist Season in Jamaica, the hotel gives the
race a limited amount of rooms. When these are full, additional rooms
are on availability only so it is important that you make your reservations
early.

Reservations will only be confirmed based on a two-night deposit. The final
payment will be charged to your card on January 9, 2009.

e “No Bump” Policy: In case participants are delayed at sea, the hotel has
agreed to hold rooms for late arrivals within the Pineapple Cup Group, but
the participants will be charged for the rooms according to the booking dates
and not according to the arrival dates. This “no-bump” policy applies only to
those booked within the Group.

e No refunds will be made for late arrivals or early departures.
e Hotel Cancellation Policy:
O Initial deposit is non-refundable if cancelled within 60 days of arrival.
O Individual Rooms cancelled within 30 days of arrival are subject to a 2
night penalty per cancelled room.
